hereby stipulate and agree as follows:

L. Jurisdiction and Authority. The Special Redistricting Panel has subject matter

jurisdiction over redistricting as a court of general jurisdiction to redress the
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claims of the parties regarding alleged ‘violations of the Minnesota State
Constitution and has authority to grant decl&aiory reliéf undex.*‘the provisions of
’ X

Minnesota Statutes §555.01 er seq. The Panel also has jurisglictmn under 42

U.S.C. §1983, to redress the ciaims of'the parties of violations of the Constitution

of the United States. The Panel has been properly appointed by the Chief Justice

of the Minnesota Supreme 'Cou.n under the Chief Jusﬁce’s “discretionary
authority” “to direct any judge “to hold court in any county or district where need

thersfore exists.” Minn. Stat. §§2.724; 480.16.

Current Districts.

(a) Legislative Districts: Minneséta’s legislative plan ordered in Cotlow v.
Growe and set'fonh n 'Minnesota’ Statutes §§2.043 through 2.703 is
unequally apportioned based on the 2000 Census. Thercfore, the current
plan‘needs to be changed to reflect the 2000 Ce.nsus for purposes of the

2002 legislative elections.

(b) Coneressional Districts: The congressional plan ordered in Corlow .

Growe and set forth in Minnesora Statutes §82.742 through 2.812 is
unequally apportioned based on the 2000 Census. Therefore, the current
~ plan needs to be chéngcd to reflect the 2000 Census for purposes of the
2002 congressional elections.
. Data and Maps. In preparing plans, the Federal 2000 Census as of April, 2000 as
defined by Public Law 94-171(1975) provided by the United States Census
Bureau down io the block level shall be used by the parties. The plans submitied

shall be on maps provided by the Geographic Information Systems Office of the
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Legislative Coordinating Commission - and/or Maptitude for Redistricting

software. “

Tdeal Populations. The ideal population for a Congressional District in any plan

adopted by the Panel is 614,935. The ideal population for a Minnesota State
Senate District in any plan adopted by the Panel is 73,425, The ideal population
for a Minnesota House of Representatives District in any plan adopted by the
| Panel is 36,713.

Tolerable percentage deviation. The only acceptable deviation from tﬁe ideal
fxoﬁulation for a Congressional District in any plan adopted by the Panel is plus or
minus one (1) person. The determination of the maximum tolerable percentage
deviation from the idealv' Minnesota State Senate District and House: of
Represchtative District adopted by the Panel shall be deferrcci until adoption by
the Panel of criteria for plans.

Timetable. The parties stipulate to the proposed timetable set forth by the Panel
in its Order dated October 9 2001, except that the closing date for parties’
responsesrto each other’s plan shall be January 11, 2002 and except that the
parties are not able to agree upon an appropriate date for release of the court’s
plan and, thereforé each party shall s;,;bmit their 6wn proposal.

Oral Argument. The parties jointly request oral argument on all unagreed items

as urged in their separate responses.
