STIPULATION



The parties hereto, by and through their respective undersigned counsel of

record, hereby stipulate and agree regarding any court ordered plan of

legislative or congressional redistricting that: Y
1. NUMBER OF DISTRICTS.

The Senate must be composed of sixty-seven (67) districts. The
House of Representatives must be composed of one hundred and
thirty-four (134) districts. Each district is entitled -to elect a single

member. " |
A plan for congressional districts must have eight (8) districts, each

entitled to elect a single member.

2. NESTING. A Representativevdistrict may not be divided in the formation

of a Senate district.
3. EQUAL POPULATION.

Legislative districts must be substantially ‘equal in population. The
population of a legislative district must not deviate from the ideal by
more than _____ percent, plus or minus.

Congressional districts must be as nearly equal in population as

pfacﬁcable.

CONTIGUITY. All districts must be composed of convenient contiguous

territory. Contiguity by water is sufficient if the water is not a serious -

obstacle to travel within the district.

5. NUMBERING.

The legislative districts must be numbered in a regular series,
beginning with House district 1A in the northwest corner of the state
and proceeding across the state from west to east, north to south, but
bypassing the seven-county metropolitan area until the southeast

corner has been reached; then to the seven-county metropolitan area.

PRESERVING POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS. :

COMMUNITIES OF INTEREST AND POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS. The

districts should attempt to preserve communities of interest where that can

be done in compliance with the preceding principles. For purposes of this
principle, “communities of interest” include, but are not limited to,
political subdivisions or other geographic areas where there are clearly

recognizable similarities of social, gec_»graphic, politica], cultural, ethnic or

- other interests.

POLITICAL COMPETITIVENESS.

INCUMBENTS. The districts must not be drawn for the purpose of

protecting or defeating an incumbent. |

DATA TO BE USED. The geographic areas and population counts used in

maps, tables and legal descriptions of the district must be those used by

the Geographic Information Systems Office of the Legislative Coordinating

Commission. The population counts will be the block population counts

provided under Public Law Number 94-171, subject to correction of ény .
errors acknowledged by the United States Census Bureau or by the state

demographei after consultation with the director of geographic

mformation systems.
